7th October Renaissance Sanctus from 
Missa Papae

(1400-1600) 
The Renaissance was a period of 
European cultural, artistic, political and 
economic “rebirth” following the Middle 
Ages. 
 
It was written as a Catholic mass for 
Pope Parcellus II who reigned for three 
weeks in 1555. At the beginning, the 
different voices all sing the same 
melodic pattern at slightly different 
times and pitches.

The Four 
Seasons  
 
3 Autumn 3. 
Allegro 

(1600-1750) 
This period saw the development of the 
modern orchestra with instrumental 
music taking over from vocalists. 
This week’s music was composed around 
1720 by Antonio Vivaldi and it is one of 
the most popular pieces from the 
Baroque period. It is called “The Four 
Seasons” and consists of four concertos, 
each representing a different season. As 
we are in Autumn the concerto linked is 
called ‘Autumn 3rd movement Allegro’.
